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Health Notification

Making a notification about a nurse’s health:

Written notification
This form is to assist you to make a notification about the health of a nurse.  It is not necessary to use this form but the Council does require a notification to be in writing and to contain sufficient detail to allow it to decide if it needs to take action on the notification.

Who must make a notification about a nurse’s health
You must notify the Council if you are:
· In charge of an organisation that provides health services; or
· A health practitioner; or
· An employer of health practitioners; or
· A medical officer of health; or
· A person in charge of a nursing programme
and you have reason to believe that a nurse (or student) is unable to perform the functions required for the practice of nursing because of a mental or physical condition, you must promptly give the Registrar of the Nursing Council notice of all the circumstances in writing.

Who may make a notification about a nurse’s health
If you are not a registered health practitioner, but have reason to believe that a nurse is unable to practise, you may give the Registrar written notice of this.

Mental or physical condition
This means a mental or physical impairment and includes a condition or impairment caused by alcohol or drug abuse.

Medical advice
If you are considering notifying the Registrar of a nurse’s mental or physical condition, you may seek whatever medical advice you consider appropriate to assist you in forming your opinion.  Please state any medical advice you have obtained in your notification.

Civil or disciplinary proceedings
No civil or disciplinary proceedings can be taken against you if you make a notification about a nurse’s health, unless you have acted in bad faith.
